6. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE PARTIES
6.1. The losses incurred by the Customer because of non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of the present contract will be completely reimbursed by the Executor in the case he is guilty.
6.2. If the payment for the rendered services is overdue for more than 5 days the Executor will stop rendering services until the receipt of the payment.
6.3. The Executor will not be responsible for the Customer’s losses if they originate:

- not through the Executor’s fault;

- because of unlawful actions of state bodies and the third parties or because of force majeure circumstances;

- because of the Customer’s non-fulfillment or improper fulfillment of the Executor’s recommendations;

- as a result of the Customer’s non-provision the Executor with the necessary information or materials (documents) and also in the case the information is concealed by the Customer;

 - in the case when the Customer used the Executor’s recommendations despite he had been warned by the Executor about possible adverse consequences;

- in the case when the services are not rendered (or are rendered untimely) due to the fact that the Customer had not made necessary payments (payment for the services to the Executor, payment to the state and the third parties).

7. FORCE MAJEURE
7.1. The Parties will be released from their responsibility in the case of complete or partial non-fulfillment of their obligations under the present contract if such non-fulfillment is a consequence of force majeure, for example, fire, flooding, earthquake, strike, war actions or changes in legislation of the countries of the contractual parties which make the fulfillment of the terms of the contract impossible.
7.2. If such force majeure lasts for more than 3 months, each of the Parties will have the right to cancel further fulfillment of its obligations under the contract.
